Iar interesul pentru arta traditionala japoneza a caligrafiei s-a materializat in volume cu
caracter artistic si expozitii de caligrafie japoneza (personale si colective) organizate in tara si
in Japonia, lucrarile noastre fiind premiate cu Premiul de Aur (2016) si Premiul de Platina
